Non-Credit Programs and Internships

My Community College offers a literacy program to community members on Thursday evenings on campus. It
is free, but registration is required. Does Title IX apply?
We offer a non-credit fitness program at the local YWCA (yoga, Pilates, strength training). Does Title IX

apply if one of our participants is alleged to have sexually harassed another person at the Y2 What about
another person who is also our participant in the non-credit program?

We offer a non-credit language skills program in an area church where our students teach English to non-
native English speakers. There is a $5 fee for each learner that is paid by the Church to our community
college. Does Title IX apply?

Our nursing students go to a local hospital as part of their program where they attend skills labs and learn
patient care. Recently, while engaging in a patient care activity, one of our nursing students alleged that he
was sexually assaulted by a patient. Does Title IX apply?

Our diesel mechanic students are required to log 20 hours in a placement (area diesel shop) before they can
receive their certification. We provide a list of names of places they can request to get their hours but have
no role in scheduling them. Recently, one learner complained of sexually explicit jokes, graphics, and sexual
harassment against them by employees of the shop they were working in. Does Title IX apply?
